C ome visit Russia and Ukraine to 

discover 3 cities that have a special 

place in Russian history. Current capital of  

independent Ukraine, Kiev is the cradle of 

the Eastern Slavic civilization, “mother of 

Russian towns” as it was called in chronicles.  

The capital of Kievan Rus was one of the 

most powerful and beautiful towns in medieval 

Europe. The Mongols completely burnt down 

Kiev in 13th century and it never recovered its 

power. Moscow Tzars were the successors. 

Peter the Great moved the Russian capital to 

St. Petersburg in 1712, the city was specially 

built. St. Petersburg was the capital of the 

Russian empire for more than 2 centuries, 

until it moved back to Moscow in 1918.

World Heritage, one of the oldest medieval religious 
complexes in Ukraine and Russia and a sacred 
place for orthodox pilgrims. (B)

Day 4	 Moscow

national treasury of Russian fine art.

Residence of the Czars and main center of the  
Russian Orthodox faith.

Day 6	 Moscow  St. Petersburg

your train journey to St. Petersburg. Upon arrival, 
transfer to your hotel. (B)

The Catherine’s palace 
and park ensemble of Tsarskoe Selo, ranks in the 
world’s best examples of its kind. The flowering of 
this major summer residence, with the Catherine 
Palace as its focus, began in the middle of 18th 
century. (B)
