Day 9 Ngorongoro • Descend 600m to the fl oor of the crater for a 
half-day tour. Explore the forest areas that are inhabited by monkey and 
elephant, the lake area where you may see fl amingos, and the open sa-
vannah where the lions hunt for food. Afternoon is at leisure. Optional: 
guided walking safari along the crater rim. ($) (B/L/D)

Day 10 Ngorongoro • Lake Manyara • Depart for Lake Manyara Na-
tional Park. Afternoon game drive in this park, famous for its prolifi c 
bird-life and other inhabitants such as hippos, monkeys, and tree clim-
bing lions. Hotel: Kirurumu Tented Camp (1night) (B/L/D)
