Day 1 SUNDAY  Tel Aviv 
Arrive in Tel Aviv. Assistance and transfer to your hotel.  
Accommodation › 1 night in Tel Aviv 
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Day 2 Tel Aviv • Beer Sheba • Masada • Dead Sea • Jerusalem (B) 
This morning, depart Tel Aviv and head towards Beersheba via Ashdod and Ashkelon, for a short visit of the 
Negev capital. Continue to Masada. Climb up to the fortress by cable car. Visit the excavations, Herod’s 
palaces, the synagogue and a bathhouse. Come down and take a “float” on the salty waters of the Dead Sea. 
Continue to Jerusalem. Accommodation › 3 nights in Jerusalem 
 
Day 3 Jerusalem (B) 
Today, depart by coach to Mount Scopus for a panoramic view of the city. Continue to the Garden of 
Gethsemane and Church of the Agony. Visit the tomb of King David at Mount Zion, the room of the Last Supper 
and Dormition Abbey. Visits in the New City will include the Museum’s Shrine of the Dead Sea scrolls, the 
Supreme Court building, Mt’ Herzl and Yad Vashem Memorial.   
 
Day 4 Jerusalem (B) 
Today, a visit of the Old city will include the renewed Jewish Quarter, the Western Wall, the colorful bazaars, 
the Via Dolorosa, and the Church of the Holy Sepulcher. Continue to Bethlehem* to visit Rachel’s Tomb and 
the Church of Nativity. Note: Bethlehem is under Palestinian authority and the visit may be cancelled.  
 
Day 5 Jerusalem • Beit Shean • Nazareth • Galilee (B) 
Depart Jerusalem and drive north to Jericho*, the oldest city in the world. Continue to Beit Shean via the 
Jordan Valley. Visit the excavations of this Roman City and proceed to Nazareth to visit the Church of the 
Annunciation and the carpentry workshop of Joseph. On to Safed, city of the Kabala, for a walk through the 
mystic alleys, a visit to a synagogue, and the artist’s colony. Transfer to a Kibbutz for your overnight stay. *  
Accommodation › 2 nights in Galilee 
 
Day 6 Galilee • Golan Heights • Galilee (B) 
Depart for the Golan Heights and visit the Syrian fortifications, Birkat Ram, and the Druze villages. Continue to 
Banias, the source of the Jordan River, to visit the Mount of Beatitudes. Visit the ruins of the ancient 
synagogue and Peter’s house at Capernaum.  Continue to Tabgha where the miracle of the fish and bread took 
place. Return to your hotel.  
 
Day 7 Galilee • Acre • Haifa • Caesarea • Tel Aviv (B) 
Depart to Acre and visit the medieval forts. Continue to Haifa and visit the Bahai Shrine, the Persian Garden 
and Mount Carmel for a panoramic view of the city. Proceed to Caesarea to visit the Roman Theater and the 
Crusader fortress. Continue to Tel Aviv Airport for a short city tour, including the old port of Jaffa. Overnight in 
Tel Aviv.  
Accommodation › 1 night in Tel Aviv 
 
Day 8 Tel Aviv – Jerash – Amman (B) 
Transfer from Tel Aviv to the Sheikh Hussein border crossing for procedures to enter Jordan. Arrive in Jordan. 
Proceed to Jerash – city of the Decapolis, located about 45km north of Amman, in the fertile lands of the Gilad. 
Visit the ancient Roman city with colonnaded streets. Drive to Amman for a panoramic city tour. Overnight in 
Amman.  
Accommodation 1 night in Amman 
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Day 9 Amman - Petra (B) 
After breakfast, leave the hotel and travel south to the modern village of Petra, Wadi Musa. Ride on horseback 
to the Siq, a narrow passage through the mountains that has inspired people for centuries, up to the Treasury 
which suddenly appears at the end of the gorge. On foot, continue into the heart of the ancient city passing 
hundreds of tombs and monuments and a spectacular Amphitheatre. Transfer to your hotel.  
Accommodation 1 night in Petra 
 
Day 10 Petra – Madaba/Mount Nebo – Tel Aviv (B) 
Drive northwards to Madaba to visit the remains of the Byzantine church with its ancient mosaic floor map, 
the oldest surviving original cartographic depiction of the mosaic map of the Holy Land and Jerusalem. 
Continue about 10kms to Mount Nebo, from where Moses viewed the Promised Land. From there you will see 
the Jordan Valley, Jericho, and the Dead Sea. Drive to the border and return to Tel Aviv. Transfer to your hotel. 
Accommodation › 1 night in Tel Aviv 
 
Day 11 Tel Aviv • Depart (B) 
Transfer to the airport.
